Call to Order: Miunsey called the neeting to order at 9:00 a.m

Appear ances: Munsey introduced Sam Matthews, Student Intern, provided through a
grant with the Southwest Area Health Education Center. Matthews is attending UW
Green Bay. Matthews reported to Conmittee nenbers regarding the project that he is
wor ki ng on — the Green Lake County Mass Clinic Exercise. (See attached.) D scussion
fol | owed.

Quarterly Report on Health Unit Activities: Minsey reported regarding Health Unit
May and June activities.

Soda & Munsey attended an Amish training semnar in Eau O aire which was geared at
attenpting to reduce communi cabl e di seases. One neans is by administering the H B
vaccine. The goal is for better outreach to i munize. D scussion followed.

Munsey reported that G een Lake County did not have any cases of the HLNL Virus.

Di scussion foll owed regarding how this could be better coordinated between the
clinics and the Health Unit so that it can be dealt with quicker to mnimze the
spread of the di seases. Minsey reported that it was suggested that on the Pandem c
website was to make easy access for getting the information. Discussion foll owed.

It is anticipated that a vaccine will be available in fall for the HINL virus which
will be 2 doses. There was discussion regarding vaccinating children at school with
the flu vaccine to cover the nost likely to acquire and spread the di sease. Minsey
stated that she has a contact with all public and parochial schools to keep them

i nformed of nost up to date information.

Breast Feeding Policy: Jeri Loewe was present to update Committee nmenbers regarding
t he proposed policy for Breastfeeding. This was a goal of the Maternal Child Health
grant funding. (See attached.) Loewe explained the facts regardi ng breastfeedi ng
as a public health priority. Mnsey reported that Loewe attended a training to
become a Certified Lactation Specialist. D scussion followed. Loewe reported that
she is coordinating with Conmunity Health Network. Committee menbers will review
for next neeting

Envi ronnental Health Issues/Agent Status Program Minsey reported that June was the
cal endar year end for Restaurant inspections and that July started the cal endar
year.

Rondorf reported regarding Restaurant Inspections and created a report. 247
i nspections for Dept. of Health 59 inspections for Ag facilities. Rondorf reported
that she also hel ped Waushara and Marquette County inspections. Rondorf reported
regarding the procedures used to help the coordination between the environnental
specialists in all three counties.



Rondorf reported that the Tri-County Consortium was audited this year. It was a
t hree-day process with 5 inspectors that canme and did paperwork review, followed by
an on-site inspection that the inspectors nonitored our inspectors and their
procedures. The audit went well. Rondorf reported that H nz attended a training on
St andardi zed I nspections and cross-trained all Environmental Specialists. Rondor f
reported that the auditors found m nor paperwork issues. Discussion followed.

Rondorf reported that the Tri-County Consortium provided a free training for all
non-profit groups to get licensed. This includes tenporary events, i.e. brat fries.
The fees have been able to be reduced as foll ows: No cost - special groups can
have up to 3 (which includes churches, relay for life, etc.); $120.00 |icense down
to $10.00 for non-profits (not special groups)having up to 3 events; and $360
license down to $60.00 for registered non-for profit that hold 3-12 events. The
training helped to get the food safety nmessage out there. The trainings were well
attended with over 200 groups attending the various sessions. An annual training
will be held. Discussion followed.

Rondorf reported to Comrittee nenbers that the Environmental Specialist are
expandi ng to do kennel inspections. Discussion followed.

Bi ot errori sm Emergency Preparedness: Discussed earlier.

140 Revi ew Munsey reported that the procedure has been changed. If there have
been no changes, an on-line site process can be done. |If there are changes than an
on-site review needs to be done. Minsey reported that Green Lake County did the on-
line site review and will be receiving a certificate of conpletion. D scussion
fol | oned. Munsey reported that the State is urging all Health Departnments to
become accredited so that the Departnment neets all the national standards. Minsey
wi || be nmaking an application to get assistance with this process.

Tobacco Consortium  Minsey updated Conmittee nmenbers that the funding has been cut
considerably for the Tobacco Consortium Green Lake County gets basic funding so
this will not have a big effect on Green Lake County. But it is anticipated that
Green Lake County will not have funding to join a consortia. Discussion followed.

Community Health I nprovenent Process (CHI P): Minsey reported that Geen Lake County
the Wellness Coalition is working on the CH P process. Key menbers of the coalition
applied to becone a Health Wsconsin Leadership Team Green Lake County was
selected to participate in 2009-2010 conmunity team program Conmittee menbers
i nclude: Linda Van Ness, Director, Geen Lake County DHHS; Mblly Spaulding, U W
Extension; Jeri Loewe, G een Lake County Public Health; Danielle Krueger, Dietician
from Community Health Network; Danelle Phillips, R pon Medical Center narketing.

The team will need to work on a project, which Loewe anticipates will be regarding
obesity.

Lyke reported that she is on a Committee to forma Pediatric Fitness clinic. It is
anticipated that this will be a miulti-week program There will be an enrollnment fee
for the group. The focus will be on education to help prevent obesity. The group
is expected to start this fall. Commttee nmenbers will be updated.

Budget: Munsey reported that grant funding anounts for 2010 are expected in August
2009. Munsey reported that the directive county-wide is 0% increase. Minsey wl|
update Comrittee nenbers.
