Minsey expressed gratitude to Hansen for her

contributions to the committee over the past few years. Certificates of appreciation
were distributed to Elden and Jean and Minsey will get Mary's certificate to her.

Quarterly Report on Health Unit Activities: Minsey reported regarding Health Unit
January, February and March activities. The Birth to 3 Program has recei ved ARRA
(Anerican Recovery and Re-investnment Act) and will be using it to train several of
the therapists who assist our clients. A portion will also go towards playground
equi prent at Zobel Park for disabled children.

Staff has been assisting with Child Devel opnent Days in the past few nonths.

The 3 focus groups for the small business wellness grant were held. W had 21
attendees at the 3 focus groups and got many ideas on problens or concerns including
al cohol abuse, stress, obesity, lack of health insurance and nental health issues.
W will be working on a toolkit and reconvening the groups in July to see if they
like it. W will then be witing for an inplementation grant for this program

Di ssing suggested sharing the information with the Econom c Devel opnent group. The

i mpl ementation grant is for approxi mately $50, 000.

The Health Unit applied to get a sunmer intern through the Southwest Area Health
Education Center and was notified on 4/13 that we would get a student if the student
agrees. W will have her work on the Community Health | nprovenent Project.

Envi ronnental Health Issues/Agent Status Report: Minsey reported that Ashley
Rondorf, G een Lake County Environnental Specialist, resigned and the position is
bei ng advertised and interviews will be conpleted on 4/19/10. Comittee nenbers will
be updated. Munsey expl ai ned about a child with an el evated bl ood | ead | evel .

Di scussion foll owed. Miunsey al so reported on a house in Berlin that was placarded
due to raw sewage in the basenent. Gty of Berlin building inspector will need to
give final inspection approval before place can be considered rentable. Minsey al so
di scussed i ssue with corporation counsel and |ack of support for food and restaurant
program Discussion followed. Mtion by Lyke to formally recommend that corporation
counsel follow policies for the Tri-county Environnmental Health program Second by
Mueller. Al ayes. Committee al so expressed concern and stated that corporation
counsel rmust recuse thensel ves fromany cases where there may be conflict of
interest or bias. Dissing stated that he and Munsey would set up neeting with

Cor poration Counsel regarding these issues and to discuss the environnental health
program policies.

The regional office has hired a half tinme epidem ol ogist, Lynn Hrabik to assist

| ocal health departnments with outbreaks. Minsey stated that they recently had a
norovirus outbreak at a long termcare facility and had nearly 100 residents and
staff sickened by the virus. Health Departnent staff worked with nursing home staff
on procedures on cleaning, isolation and preventing spread. Minsey wi |l be working
with Lynn to see if we need to do a report on this.

Bi ot errorism Energency Preparedness: Minsey reported that the new consortium nmenbers
have net and individual training plans have been devel oped for all staff. One of the
mai n obj ectives is to plan for special populations during disasters.

Community Health Inprovenent Plan: The Wellness Coalition wote a grant to the

Heal thy W sconsin Leadership Institute (HALI) and received funding for a | eadership
team It consists of Linda Van Ness, Jeri Loewe, Danelle Phillips fromRi pon Medi cal
Center, Danielle Krueger fromBerlin Hospital and Ml ly Spaul di ng from UM Ext ensi on.
This teamis taking the | eadership role on the CH P project. HALI staff cane and
wor ked with subcommittees on the follow ng i ssues: Mental Health, Physical Activity
and Nutrition. The subcommi ttee nmenbers are working on strategies. Minsey al so
presented the County Heal th Ranki ngs which are conpleted annually by the UW

Popul ation Health Institute. Green Lake County currently ranks 41°" out of 72
counties for health outcones.
